Current Periodicals can use inside the library. 
Only if returned until the library closes within 
the day, current periodicals can be used 
outside the library.

Bound Periodicals can be checked out, 
reserved and requested from other campuses.

Current Periodicals are shelved  on the 1st floor in the Periodicals 
Annex according to the titles in alphabetical order. 

Bound Periodicals (past issues) are shelved on the 3rd-5th floors 
in the Periodicals Annex according to the Call Number.
